Tendencies:

To repeat the same objectives and goals from ket without considering that the people, the
church and/or the needs have changed;

To plan activities before asking why they are ddimgm;

To act without knowing what they hope, with Godisdance and help, to accomplish;

To act but not evaluate what has been done in ¢odeze if objectives have been accomplished;
For the leaders to plan but poorly communicatedhmans and objectives to the congregation.
